Valorisation seminar Agriculture – Training – Europe,



28th and 29th January 2005, Prague

Dear Madam, dear Sir,
in the last years the Directorate General for Education and Culture of the European Commission launched the valorisation initiative for the project activities carried out under the Leonardo da Vinci programme, with the aim of strengthening the dissemination and exploitation of the project results as well as the networking between projects, practitioners, decision-makers and social partners and raising the visibility of project achievements. Also sectoral approach within valorisation has been recommended by the European Commission.
In this context the valorisation seminar Agriculture – Training - Europe supported by the EC is being organised on 28th and 29th January 2005 in the campus of the Czech University of Agriculture in Prague. The main aims of the seminar will be to:

About 120 participants will attend this seminar. Besides the promoters of relevant projects also the representatives of national and/or regional authorities, decision-makers involved in training, training providers, potential users and beneficiaries, social partners from the sector of agriculture, association of farmers and LdV National Agencies will be invited to participate in the seminar. This seminar will be the event where the promoters of all Leonardo da Vinci projects focused on the education and training in agriculture from 31 countries will meet. The language of the seminar will be English.
Through the participation in the seminar the participants can 
· be informed on many education and training projects in the sector of agriculture and on the products of these projects
· discuss with the promoters of these projects on the products of projects and availability of these products

· discuss with your colleagues from other European countries 

· receive the specific Compendium of Projects with descriptions of projects 

· visit the exhibition organised as part of the seminar.     

It is envisaged that also the representative of DG Education and Culture of the EC will deliver a speech during the plenary session of the seminar as well as the representative of CEDEFOP. The minister of agriculture of the Czech Republic has been invited to be one of key speakers in the plenary session as well. I would very much appreciate, if also one representative of the DG Agriculture could participate in the seminar. Therefore, I would like to invite you to speak during the plenary session (about 15 minutes, in English) on the European agricultural policy and on the role of vocational training in this policy.

Our National Agency will ensure the accommodation (for two nights) and meals plus refreshment (on 28th and 29th January 2005) for all participants free of charge.
